PRE-ANESTHETIC LABWORK

Pre-anesthetic lab work is mandatory before all surgical procedures that require anesthesia.  We feel this is important to minimize anesthetic complications.  Advances in anesthesia, monitoring and surgery have made routine procedures relatively safe, with a low rate of complications.  However, occasional problems may arise due to preexisting conditions not evident during a routine pre-surgical exam.  The lab work helps detect these problems.  It is also helpful in establishing baseline levels for comparison should your pet become ill in the future.

 ■ Cholesterol (thyroid, liver, kidney)
 (Mandatory Intravenous Fluids, Sevoflurane and Bloodwork unless recent bloodwork as been done within 1 month or earlier of the procedure)
PAIN MANAGEMENT
We require medication to go home for pain management.  This will reduce the discomfort for your pet during recovery.  Less pain promotes a faster recovery. An initial injectable pain medication is included with the procedure and oral follow-up medication is dispensed.

DENTAL EXTRACTIONS
If your pet is having a dental cleaning today, the doctor may deem it necessary to perform extractions due to severe periodontal disease.  If your pet is getting spayed or neutered and still has retained baby teeth, the doctor may deem it necessary to perform extractions.  There will be an additional cost for this procedure.

MICROCHIP
We recommend microchips as a safe, effective, and inexpensive way of identification if your pet is lost.  Being done while under anesthesia will lessen the discomfort.  The price for the microchip is $50.39

X-RAYS
We recommend doing radiographs on young medium to large breed dogs to check for hip dysplasia while they are under anesthesia.  We also recommend chest radiographs for dogs over 7 years.
